Praise your child’s efforts and respond 

with your own questions and ideas.  

Go to the library. Your local library is filled with books on an array of subjects to captivate your child’s 

imagination. Teach your child how to search for titles and subjects on their own, and show an interest in 

what they find. Fostering a love of reading is a great way to cultivate wonder and creativity. 

Have story time. Take a little time every week to write stories with your child, and take turns reading 

them to each other.
